Margie Jennings gave brief introduction to and explanation of the CBC:  
· CBC is a parent-operated booster club organization which exists to support the gymnasts at GTC and their families by facilitating competition and helping to reduce competition expenses.  
· GTC and CBC are separate organizations - GTC exists and is compensated for gymnasts’ tuition which includes their training and use of the facility/equipment. 

· CBC pays competition expenses including coaches’ travel and meet expenses, meet entry fees (individual and team), and collects dues to cover these costs.  Expenses are reduced by our collective fundraising efforts. 
The CBC has determined that in the interest of the Boys and Girls teams, the Booster Club will separate into two independent groups in order to better support the unique goals and structure of each team.  The Girls will retain the existing group (CBC – Classics Booster Club) and 501c3 status, and a separate club is in the process of being setup for the Boys.  The split between the groups will be officially effective on September 1st, and each group will operate independently going forward as of today.

Dues/Meet Schedule 

Estimated dues payments based on previous years are around $500 - $600 per gymnast.  Level 4 families typically pay less in dues since the gymnasts compete in fewer meets than the L5-L10 gymnasts.  Dues are broken into monthly payments from September through February (with no payment in your choice of December or January). 

The final Meet Schedule and Dues amounts/payment schedule will be determined by September 15th
A Statement of Intent letter was distributed – the letter serves as an agreement to participate in the entire competition season and commitment to pay dues in full.  The signed Statement of Intent, along with Dues deposit of $100, is due by September 15th.  Both should be returned to the Girls Rep mailbox in the copy room.

Motown Madness Meet

This is our biggest fundraiser for the year - last year we raised over $40K!!  

Dates for 2012 meet are March 2nd – 4th 

All families will be required to work jobs or “credits” at the meet – usually 4-6 credits per gymnast: 

· One credit is approximately equal to one session of gymnastics or about 4-5  hours

· Credits can be worked by parents, friends, family or siblings 16 & up

· $100 will be assessed for each credit not worked

· Signup book for jobs will be available a few weeks prior to the meet.
