Home Meet Fundraiser
In March of 2007, CBC held our first off-site meet, Motown Madness, at Oakland University in Rochester Hills.  The meet was a great success.  When our meet schedule comes out (September), this meets will be on it and we hope that everyone will make a note on their personal calendars to hold this weekend open.  Every member of CBC is required to volunteer for at least 5 working credits per family or be assets a fee of $100 per credit not worked (number is determined year to year). As this is our biggest fundraiser of the year (profits of $40,000), your volunteer time is more important than your money.  CBC is recognized throughout the gymnastic community as an organization that hosts well run meets.  This can only be accomplished with the help our all our members.  Each meet requires a tremendous amount of work before, during, and after. If each family does their part this is easily accomplished.  

Below is a list of some of the job opportunities and a brief description of the job that needs to be filled at each meet.

Meet Coordination – organize and coordinate each meet with GTC.  Get out the sign up sheet and make sure each job is filled prior to the meet.
Meet Director and Assistant Meet Director – Be on site before, during and after the meet to make sure all jobs are being done.  Work with GTC and the judges to see that the meet runs smoothly.

Concession Stand –run the stand each day; clean up at end of the meet
Admission- Collect money, sell programs and 50/50 raffle 

Set up and Tear Down – Set up equipment and tear it down after the meet
Meals for Judges and Coaches – prepare meals and clean up after meals for judges and coaches
Scorekeeping – enter all gymnast into the computer, put in scores as gymnasts compete, run reports as needed during meet

Announcer – be on site to announce, work the CD player and hand out awards.

Timer- work during the meet to time routines

This is just a few of the many opportunities available at the home meets.  Please keep the dates in mind.  The better our meets run the more profit we make and the lower our bottom line dues will be.  This will directly affect your child and the amount you will pay from year to year.
