Welcome To the Classic Booster Club
 (CBC)

Congratulations to your child for becoming a member of the GTC competitive team.  As a GTC gymnast your child will be asked to come to practice regularly, perform at GTC’s annual Holiday Show (usually held the weekend before Thanksgiving), and compete at all their level’s scheduled meets.  This is just to name a few.  Along with paying your monthly tuition, your gymnast will need to have the following items: a competitive uniform, competitive warm up suit, a team gym bag, and possibly a costume for the holiday show (please check with your coach for specifics).  As an upper level girl gymnast (level 7-10) your child will also need a warm up leo, travel jacket and khaki pants.

When your child becomes a GTC gymnast and begins to compete, your family will be asked to join the Classic Booster Club (CBC).  CBC is a tax-exempt, non-profit charitable organization established to support local amateur gymnastics and as such relies on volunteers to make our booster club work.  When you belong to CBC, your family will need to sign an annual “Letter of Intent” and pay a commitment fee (usually around $100) at the beginning of the fiscal year (Aug 1- July 31).  CBC is required to hold a minimum of (2) General Membership meetings per year with each family holding (1) voting right as established in our By-Laws.  CBC also offers a website which gives access to team information, fundraising information, meeting minutes, and the monthly newsletter.  Our website is cbcinfo.org 
After your commitment fee is paid, you will also need to pay a yearly membership fee (dues) which is broken down into 4 payments. These fees pay for coach’s expenses and gymnast entry fees incurred throughout the competitive season.  The booster club is based on a support system with the lower level fees helping to offset the upper level costs.  Around the beginning of September a meet schedule is set by the GTC coaches. CBC will then form a budget committee and with the approval of the CBC board, sets the membership fees and payment schedule. These fees must be paid in order for your gymnast to compete.  

Your family will also be required to participate in running our home meets and support specific fundraisers.    The Motown Madness Meet is our biggest fundraiser and as such helps offset the budget.  At the home meet, CBC collects profits from admissions, 50/50 raffles, t-shirt sales, flowers and concessions. Each family must work at the meet to make it a success.  
We encourage every member of CBC to get involved and enjoy your child’s gymnastic career.  Congratulations and good luck to our GTC gymnasts and their teams.
